


COMMUNITY RESPONSIBILITIES
The following is a list of many of the responsibilities of the Association and of homeowners. This list is not to be considered complete and residents are encouraged to contact the Association if there are any questions about these responsibilities.

Association Responsibilities
· Roof repair and replacement as needed from normal wear
· Gutter repairs or replacement as needed from normal wear
· Roof and gutter cleaning 3 times a year
· Moss treatment on roofs as needed weather permitting
· Exterior painting only. On a 14-year rotation after an inspection confirming the need to paint
· Landscape maintenance. Mowing weekly during growing season, hard and soft edging every other mowing, turf fertilizing twice yearly. The elimination of turf weeds will include post-emergent and spot spraying. The product Round Up will not be used
· Irrigation of lawn areas
· Trimming of trees to remove dangerous or broken branches
· For 2025, the weeding of planting beds will be performed using appropriate manual and/or chemical control methods, including but not limited to applying a pre-emergent to bed areas two (2) times per year
· The yard debris will be picked up if placed by the roadway on tarps or in containers, not in plastic bags. No dirt or rocks
· Maintenance of the common areas

· NOTE: If you prefer to maintain your own property or if you don’t want spraying in your planting beds, please let the office know.

Resident/Homeowner Responsibilities

Homeowners/residents should not make changes to the exterior of the home or lot without approval of the Architectural Control Committee. The items listed below are a guide.

· Planting of trees and shrubs 
· Installation of AC or heat pump units 
· Removing trees or shrubs 
· Installation of windows, doors, garage doors and siding 
· Replacement of driveways 
· Installation of any type of object in the lawn 
· Installation of any type of fencing 
· Installation of any concrete flatwork 
· Installation or removal of decks 
· Installation of anything on the roof 
· Replacement of lawns/grass 
· Adding or changing the shape or size of planting beds 

ACC approval is NOT required for the following:
· Planting flowers in planting beds 
· Adding birdbaths, bird feeders or other decorative items to planting beds 
· Power washing concrete walks/driveways 
· Cleaning/maintenance of siding, decks railings, privacy screens and windows
· Any changes inside the home or garage
· Replacement of electric panels 

The following is a list of items not covered by the association:
· Exterior siding
· Concrete walks and driveways
· Maintenance or removal of trees not covered above
· Landscape plantings
· Domestic water pipes
· Any glass surfaces
· Painting of decks, railings or privacy screens

NOTE: Any damage to property caused by extreme weather conditions is the homeowner’s responsibility.
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
